T o this day, the cultural enclave thrives with 
Amish and Mennonites of every sect and 
stripe in the winters, as they escape the harsh 

cold of the north. In season, expect to see many 
dressed in Amish attire — beards, bonnets and all — 
walking everywhere or riding their famous adult-size 
tricycles. Many stay at the newly built Carlisle Inn
in the middle of Pinecraft, an upscale hotel with big 
rooms and tasteful Amish-inspired art. 

No matter the time of year, intrigued visitors from 
near and far come to spend a day in the quaint 
neighborhood — spanning only about a half-mile 
square. Hop aboard an air-conditioned trolley on the 
Amish Experience Tour offered by Discover Sarasota
Tours. Engaging guides share their knowledge on 
the vibrant Amish and Mennonite cultures here in 
Sarasota, including their beliefs, traditions and the 
differences between these two religious orders. 

Throughout Pinecraft, you can expect to find 
handmade, wooden furniture and artisan crafts, 
tailoring services, bicycles for rent at Lapp’s and a 
vast sampling of handmade pastries and pies. Start 
your morning at Postal 98 Cafe for a hot coffee and 
flavored muffin before shopping for unique items at 
Carlisle Gifts or the Yoder’s gift shop.

Spend the afternoon strolling along Philippi Creek 
at Pinecraft Park, the hub where everybody gathers 
to socialize, play shuffleboard and sit in the sun. For 
an afternoon pick-me-up, Rogers Market has all of 
the essentials you could want, as well as a menu of 
burgers  and sandwiches.

Come dinnertime, sit down for a hearty, 
homecooked meal in the bustling dining hall of 
Der Dutchman, where many opt for the buffet. 
Yoder’s Restaurant & Amish Village is another 
great spot to try specially prepared dishes and 
desserts — including its famous peanut butter pie. 
The Yoder’s enterprise also consists of an open-air 
market that sells fresh, local produce, and another 
neighboring market that includes packaged foods, 
candies, a meat and deli stand, beverages, various 
goods and more. 

End your evening in Pinecraft at the locally 
renowned Big Olaf Creamery for a sampling of 
the shop’s many ice cream treats. Wherever you 
end up, you’ll leave Pinecraft reminded of the 
simple pleasures in life.

Whether floating on a raft, getting some freestyle 
laps in, boogie boarding or splashing around with 
loved ones, the Gulf of Mexico beckons. For some 
clear-water snorkeling opportunities to spot fish, 
turtles, manatees and more, head to Crescent 
Beach/Point-of-Rocks, Manasota Beach or the 
north end of Longboat Key. 

Paddle: Get those arm muscles ready for some 
paddling — whether in a kayak or on a stand-up 
paddleboard, Sarasota County o� ers numerous 
launch points and opportunities to paddle beguiling 
landscapes. Ted Sperling Park, Turtle Beach Park
and South Lido Beach are especially great to 
experience by SUP or kayak for some exercise or 
wildlife spotting in the mangroves and beyond. 

Sunset Cruise: Spoiled with sunsets over 
the bay every evening, take advantage of 
your time here by booking a sunset cruise 
with one of the local tour operators. LeBarge 
Tropical Cruises and Sarasota Sunset 
Charters provide a gorgeous evening on the 
water, watching as the daylight fades while 
sipping a cool beverage.

Adventure: Forever known for bountiful 
watersport activities and rental opportunities 
for excursions, count on Sarasota to get wet 
and wild. Pump up your adrenaline with some 
high-flying adventures parasailing with CB’s 
Saltwater Outfitters, or ride into the wind 
on a jet-ski expedition for an exciting and 
memorable time.
